In what we often call the Great Commis-
sion in Matthew 28:19-20, we are told,

In 2 Timothy 4:2a Paul instructs
Timothy to “preach the word” which is
the revelation of Jesus Christ: “Search the
scriptures; ...they are they which testify
of Me” (John 5:39).
